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Depuis la fin des années 1990, Jacob Hashimoto, artiste américain d'origine japonaise, a acquis une renommeée internationale grace a ses ceuvres complexes
dans lesquelles il se plait a faire jouer les superpositions de textures.

Jacob Hashimoto donne a voir des environnements en trois dimensions qui reposent sur les influences de la lumiéere et des couleurs, telles des tentures
murales composées de milliers de « cerfs-volants » miniatures.

Fabriquées de facon artisanale et suspendues par des fils de nylon, ses compositions flottent délicatement et invitent les yeux du visiteur a la flanerie.

A travers un processus unique, il compose de nouveaux paysages aux multiples perspectives, sous la forme d'accumulations de cercles ou figurent des
motifs en abondance qui sont autant de références a la nature, a I'eau ou aux végétaux.

Les ceuvres de Jacob Hashimoto parlent d'immensité, d'espace, d'air et d'infini mais également du contrdle de la nature et de I'expérience humaine.
Puisant ses influences dans les jeux vidéo et les mondes virtuels aux couleurs franches mais aussi a la cosmologie sur laquelle le Japon a construit son

identité, son travail mural montre aussi le naturel sentiment de curiosité face a I'eére du numérique.

Entre sculpture, peinture et installations, entre art cinétique, culture pop et techniques japonaises ancestrales, Jacob Hashimoto nous offre un monde ou se
lient réveries et méditation autant que tradition et modernité.

Galerie ltalienne

Since the late 1990s, Jacob Hashimoto, an American artist of Japanese origin, has enjoyed international renown because of his complex works in which he
enjoys playing with overlaid textures.

Jacob Hashimoto displays three-dimensional environments which are based on the influences of light and colours, like wall hangings made up of thousands
of miniature “kites”.

His compositions are made in an artisanal manner and suspended by nylon threads, so they float delicately and invite the visitor’s eye to stroll among them.

Using a unique process, he composes new landscapes with many different perspectives, in the form of accumulations of circles in which motifs feature in
abundance, like so many references to nature, water and plants.

Jacob Hashimoto's works talk about immensity, space, air and the infinite, as well as control of nature and the human experience.
Influenced by video games and virtual bright-coloured worlds, but also by the cosmology on which Japan has built its identity, his mural work also shows a

natural feeling of curiosity in the face of the digital age.

Somewhere between sculpture, painting and installations, between critical art, pop culture and ancestral Japanese techniques, Jacob Hashimoto offers us a
world in which daydreams and meditation are as closely linked as tradition and modernity.
